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Step 4: Turn the ear out the right way.
Topstitch around the ear, 4mm in from
the edge.

PRINT PATTERN PIECES. After printing, use a metric ruler to check the
ruler image measures 12 cm. If it is more than 1 mm off, adjust your printer
settings and reprint. Cut along the double-dot dashed borders, align the
rectangles using the apples as a guide, and tape or glue together. Once
assembled, cut the pattern piece along the solid black line.

STEP 1 : Fold one Body piece in half
symmetrically with right side together. 
Sew from the top of the head down
towards the folded edge. Repeat with
other body piece

OPTIONAL Hand sew your desired face
details now. Use embroidery thread and a
wide eye darning needle. 

Step 3: Place 1 front and 1 back EAR
piece right sides together and sew
around the edge leaving the bottom flat
end open.

 STEP 5 : Fold the bottomofthe ear inso
the sides meet in the middle. Pin both
sides in place. 

STEP 7 : Sew around the body leaving a
5cm gap under one arm and a gap
around the top half of the head. 

Repeat steps 3,4,5 for the second ear. 

Step 6: Place the body front and back right
sides together. Pin around edges to keep
fabric from sliding when sewing
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STEP 8: Position each of the ears inside
the top of the head.. Leave a 1.5cm gap
between the seam at the top of the head
and the side of each ear. Pin the ears in
place. Then sew around the top of the
head closing the gap.

STEP 10: Snip into the raw edge of the fabric at 1.5cm intervals ensuring
at least 2mm of fabric remains between the line of stitching and the
scissors. 

STEP 11: Turn out the right way through
the gap under the arm. Use this gap to
fill the head with stuffing. 
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HOW TO GET DONATIONS TO SFCA

STEP 12: Push the stuffing up as high as
possible in the head and pin across the
neck to keep the bulk out of the way. Fold
the edges of the under-arm opening
inside and pin closed. Topstitch around
the body and across the neck.
